Recipes 
 Christmas Crunchies 
 Serves 200 biscuits 
 
1 pkg. Dry yeast 
1/3 cup water 
3 ½ cups all purpose flour  
2 cups whole wheat flour  
2 cups oatmeal 
1 cup rye flour  
1 cup cornmeal 
½ cup non-fat dry milk 
1 pint chicken or beef broth 
1 egg 
1 Tbls milk 
 
Preheat oven to 300.  Dissolve yeast in warm water (about 
110) Combine dry ingredients and add yeast mixture and broth.  
Turn out onto a floured board and knead well, about 13 min-
utes, forming stiff dough.  Divide dough in half and roll out to ¼ 
inch thickness.  Cut out into desired shapes and place on 
greased cookie sheet.  Mix egg and 1 Tbls. Milk to make a 
glaze, brush on biscuits.  Bake 45 minutes.  Turn off oven and 

let harden over night. 
 
Hanukkah Noshers 
½ cup unsweetened apple-
sauce 
1 egg 
½ cup natural peanut butter 
1 Tsp vanilla 
! ¼ cups water 
4 cups cornmeal 
½ cup quick cook oats 
¼ cup chopped peanuts 
 
Preheat oven to 350.   
In a large bowl, combine flour, cornmeal, oats and peanuts.  
In a second bowl, combine applesauce, egg, peanut butter, 
vanilla and water.   
Add dry ingredients to wet and mix well.  Turn dough onto a 
floured surface and knead until  thoroughly mixed together.  
Roll out dough to ¼ inch thickness and cut out shapes. 
Place on a greased baking sheet and bake for 45 minutes.  
Cool.  Store in an air tight container. 

Miss Minnie is our taste tester  
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The holidays are always a great time of the year, un-
fortunately they can mean sick and injured pets if the 
owners are not cautious. 
 
The consumption of “human foods” and alcohol may 
make your pet seriously ill.  Turkey skin or drippings 
may cause a serious gastrointestinal problem for the 
dog.  Alcohol consumption by a dog may lead to a 
prolonged costly illness and/or death. 
 
If you simply must give your greyhound a treat, give 
them one that is made especially for them such as 
Milkbones. 
 
Christmas tree ornaments and tinsel can be danger-
ous to the pet.  Tinsel, when eaten, has a tendency 
to “ball up” within the intestines.  This can lead to se-
rious illness, a possible need for surgery, or death.  
Dogs will sometimes chomp into a shiny glass ball 
resulting in lacerations to the mouth or tongue.   
 
Electrical cords always are a danger to your pet.  Bit-
ing into an electrical cord can cause serious health 
problems or death. 
 

Holiday Warnings 
Mistletoe berries are toxic to small animals.  The ingestion 
of the berries often results in death of the small pet. 
 
Chocolate can cause seizures, urinary incontinence, and 
death of the dog.  Dogs unfortunately do not have common 
sense when it comes to food.  It is estimated that four 
ounces of chocolate can kill a five pound dog.  
 
Animals are often stressed by the holiday happenings.  This 
stress may result in an increased susceptibility to illness.  
Often stress is expressed by intolerance to guests in the 
home, by biting, or scratching or loss of appetite.  It is im-
portant that the pet continues to receive attention and pet-
ting during busy times.  Car travel can be a potentially 
heavy stress for your dog .  Being left alone for extended 
periods of time may add to stress.  
 
While not a holiday hazard, it is the season for adding anti-
freeze to cars.  Antifreeze is highly toxic to dogs and cats.  
A few licks of the product can kill a cat.  Dogs as well as 
cats can be fatally poisoned with the product.  The animal 
may appear weak in the hindquarters, depressed, vomiting, 
experience muscle twitches, seizure, or go into a coma.  
 
Keep your pets safe and healthy this holiday season.  

Training Tips From Jaime 

Anna writes- 
 
Jaime, 
Since I now have 2 greyhounds, I would like to learn 
how to trim their nails.  I have always had someone 
else trim them before.  What type of nail trimmer do I 
use?  Where do I start?   
 
Dear Anna, 
Short toenails are important. Being too long can 
cause many problems, deformed and painful feet, 
back problems, and the risk of accidentally ripping 
one off.  
The first step is to get your dog desensitized to hav-
ing their feet touched by you (gently massaging feet 
and legs).  
When you are ready to trim nails, make sure you 
wear your dog out first with some exercise!  A tired 
dog is less likely to have problems or be concerned. 
Use a special treat for nail trimming! 
Only cut off the very tip of the toenail.  Trim just one 
or two, and end with lots of good treats/praise from 
you.  A few hours later or the next day or so, trim a 
few more nails, ending the same way, very positive.  
In another 2-3 days, cut a little more off, 1/16 to 1/8 

of an inch.  This helps the blood supply (nail quick) to re-
cede.  Don’t try to cut off the entire overgrown toenail at 
once.  Don’t try to trim all of the nails at once, this will only 
overwhelm most dogs and cause them to dread nail trim-
ming sessions. 
With some practice, you will be able to trim both of your 
dogs nails easily and they will learn that it can be a very re-
warding (lots of goodies) experience.
